Update on negotiations 
The good news is: negotiations between Te Au Maaro o Ngati Pukenga and the Crown 
are well underway; the bad news: they’re exhausting because we’re actually involved 
in two regional negotiations and within those, another two negotiation streams: 
 

As part of the Tauranga Negotiations with the Chief Crown Negotiator Patsy Reddy: 

 Ngati Pukenga individual negotiations for Tauranga, Maketu and Pakikaikutu 

 Collective negotiations for Tauranga Moana 
 

As part of the Hauraki Negotiations with the Chief Crown Negotiator Michael Dreaver: 

 Ngati Pukenga individual negotiations for Manaia 

 Collective negotiations for Hauraki 
 

Despite the different sets of negotiations though, the object in each remains the same:  
 

To achieve the best settlement for Ngati Pukenga 
 

It is because of this, we’ve entered into Collectives in both Tauranga Moana and 
Hauraki as well as continued to engage with the Crown about Ngati Pukenga – specific 
redress.  The object of the Collectives is to maximise our combined might to achieve 
settlement redress that would not be available to individual iwi.  In our individual iwi 
negotiations however, we’re looking at redress that is for Ngati Pukenga alone.

Te Au Maaro o Ngati Pukenga is the 

mandated entity charged with negotiating a 

settlement of all the historical Treaty claims 

for Ngati Pukenga. 

 How did Te Au Maaro get their 

name?  Ngati Pukenga were renowned as 

warriors. Te Au Maaro refers to a picked band 

of warriors ‘the braves’ of the tribe drawn 

together in times of need. This is the role of Te 

Au Maaro who are drawn from our kainga to 

achieve the best outcome for our people.  Te 

Au Maaro is also a metaphor of the 4 kāinga 

being 4 streams coming together to create 

one powerful current.  

 The Te Au Maaro Negotiating Team is 

called Te Matakahi.  Te Matakahi is the wedge 

battle formation who go forth to split the 

enemy ranks, in this case the Crown.  ‘Te 

Matakahi’ are charged to bring home the 

Ngati Pukenga settlement.

So what’s happening in the Tauranga Negotiations?  We’re 
pressing ahead so that we can achieve an Agreement in 
Principle (or Letter of Offer – a less formal version of an 
Agreement in Principle) by the end of this year. 
 
And in the Hauraki Negotiations?  The twelve Hauraki iwi 
have come together to form a Collective.  At present we’re 
negotiating with the Crown, a Framework Agreement.  
This Agreement sets out the redress which will be the 
subject of Collective negotiations with the Crown and 
includes: 
 

 Historical account (which will include individual iwi 
historical accounts) 

 Financial redress/quantum 

 Maunga 

 Motu 

 Other Conservation Land 

 Tikapa Moana and Te Tai Tamahine – foreshore and 
seabed 

 Waterbodies 

 Constitutional Arrangements 

 Forests and Landcorp Farms 
 

We hope to have this agreed by the end of September 
2010 and then, have a full proposal by mid 2011.  At the 
same time as the Collective negotiations, the twelve iwi 
are also involved in individual redress  negotiations with 
the Crown. 
 
To finish, we’ll leave you with the thoughts of Minister 
Finlayson, the Minister of Treaty of Waitangi Negotiations 
(MOTOWN), when he addressed the Hauraki Collective on 
18 June 2010 about our Framework Agreement proposal:

Are you at risk of developing 
Type 2 diabetes? 

If you have Type 2 diabetes, it is best if it is diagnosed early. 
You can prevent many problems with diabetes if you know 
about it early and take action to manage it. If you find you 
have a high risk of developing diabetes but don't yet have it, 
you can take action that may prevent you ever getting 
diabetes. 
Find out if you have a high risk of having or developing 
diabetes: 
Do any two of these fit you? 

 European 40 years of age or older. 

 Diabetes in your family (grandparents, parents, brothers or 
sisters). 

 Maori, Asian, Middle Eastern or Pacific Island descent aged 
30 years or older. 

 High blood pressure. 

 Overweight (especially if you carry most of your weight 
around your waist). 

 Diagnosed as having Impaired Glucose Tolerance(IGT). 
Or have you had? 

 A large baby weighing more than 9lbs / 4kg, or have had 
gestational diabetes (diabetes during pregnancy). 

 High blood glucose in pregnancy. 

 High blood glucose in the past. 
If so you should have your blood glucose tested by a health 
professional once every year. And make the following changes 
to reduce your risk: 

 Stay physically active and get regular daily exercise (walking 
is good). 

 Eat healthy food. 
Keep your weight in a healthy range.

Mauao Trustee Alternates 
As you will recall, the ownership of Mauao (Mount 

Maunganui) was returned in 2008 to the three iwi of 

Tauranga Moana, that is to Ngai Te Rangi, Ngati Ranginui 

and Ngati Pukenga. A trust was formed and two 

representatives from each of the three iwi were selected 

to hold the title of Mauao for and on behalf of the three 

iwi. Ngati Pukenga selected, Rereamomo Ohia (Uncle 

Monte) and Shane Ashby. The Trust is made up of the 

Five most senior koroua and kuia of the tribes and 

myself, Shane Ashby, who currently Chairs the Mauao 

Trust.  

We have come to realise that the role of the Trustees 

carries significant responsibilities, and as such requires a 

huge amount of engagement with key stakeholders, 

work, resources and infrastructure in order to manage 

this important icon respectfully and appropriately for the 

iwi and indeed the Moana and country as a whole. As a 

result we are calling to the three iwi to select two 

Alternates each to sit alongside and assist and support 

their respective trustees with all the duties and functions 

of the Trust.  It is also envisaged that those Alternates will 

form part of the future succession planning for the iwi. 

There will be an indepth presentation done at the AGM 

on this subject and time allotted for questions and 

answers. I look forward to seeing you all there, tena
